To provide a safe environment for individuals with 

intellectual disabilities and promote  independence, 

life skills, community involvement, social 

interaction, communication, and most importantly 

building trusting relationships between clients, staff, 

and families.    

What is Puzzle Pieces?  

Puzzle Pieces is a non-profit organization in the 

planning stages of raising funds in order to open a 

one-of-a-kind Activity Day Center Facility serving 

individuals with intellectual disabilities in 

Owensboro, Kentucky.  There are many great 

programs in Owensboro such as Wendell Foster 

Center, Khaki, Kelly Autism Program, and many 

others are proving to be effective with some 

disabilities.  However, some individuals simply 

canôt respond to a residential and/or academic 

focused program.   

 

Puzzle Pieces will bridge the gap for many families 

of children and adults which fall between the cracks 

due to their different ñabilitiesò and/or needs.  

Puzzle Pieces will be a year-round facility offering 

day session services to adults, after-

school/summer/and one-Saturday a month to both 

adults and school-aged children.  The structured 

schedule provided will be individual-centered to 

meet the needs and wants of a child/adult with 

special needs.  The non-demanding atmosphere will 

use positive encouragement and reinforcement to 

engage them in the activities provided.  Activities 

would range from arts and crafts, structured task 

completion, vocational jobs, social interaction time, 

leisure time, and donôt forget just having a good 

time being around others.
